PROCEDURE TO BECOME EFFECTIVE FEBRUARY 1, 2002

FOR ALL INTERNAL ACTIVITIES

3800 Fund Raising and Student Activity Fund 
3800 Soliciting Funds From and By Students 
The Board recognizes the existence of many worthwhile community and student activities that require the raising of funds either by the sale of merchandise, tickets, or perhaps direct request for money. Because of the need to safeguard students in the educational program, the Board limits participation of students to those activities that have the Superintendent's approval. 
It is the responsibility of the Board to provide the necessary basic texts, materials, supplies, equipment, uniforms, buildings and outdoor facilities to conduct the approved educational and co curricular programs of the District. Community and school fund raising organizations may contribute to the enrichment of these basic programs through the contribution of funds and/or items considered to be non-necessities as long as those contributions have been determined consistent with the above and approved by the Superintendent through the appropriate building or program administrator. 
This policy is not to affect those regular school programs such as dramatics or musical concerts, etc., as those students will be selling tickets for an activity in which they are taking part. Elementary students will not be asked to sell tickets for middle school and senior high school activities. 
If a fund raising project is conducted to sponsor a specific purchase, activity or trip, the purchase or trip must be approved prior to initiation of the fund raising effort. This shall apply to school related groups as well as to school organizations. 
Every attempt shall be made to coordinate fund raising activities among buildings and various organizations in order that excessive demands are not made upon members of the community. Such coordination is especially important at Christmas or other holiday times when innumerable items are available for sale by the students. 

3800-2 Fund Raising and Student Activity Fund  

All student activity funds shall be audited annually at the same time as the general fund budget. Five to six accounts shall be selected annually for individual audit and review to be conducted by the business office and the student representative or advisor of the activity. 
Student Fund Raising 
All fund raising projects carried on by a school organization shall require the approval of the building Principal. School-wide projects shall require the approval of the Superintendent. Approval must be obtained before the project is started. 
All fund raising projects carried on by school related groups, such as booster organizations, PTAS, etc., shall require approval by the Superintendent if school time is involved, students are to be involved in selling articles or soliciting fund, or if sales are to be particularly targeted toward students of specific organizations or their parents. Normally, funds raised by school related groups shall be expended for the benefit of students during the fiscal year in which such funds are raised. 
In approving fund raising activities, the District should avoid or keep to a minimum competition with local merchants. When feasible, efforts should be made to patronize local merchants and manufacturers when obtaining merchandise for sale. 
Emphasis, wherever possible, should be placed on service-type projects where talents of students are used in positive, developmental ways. 
When commercial projects are involved, a reasonable profit, commensurate with the time and effort involved, should be expected. 
Fund raising projects carried on for special trips or special projects should not be started until approval of the trip or project is granted. Trips covered by this policy shall include out of state and overnight trips, as well as trips to foreign countries. Projects covered include those in which anticipated expenditures would be $ 1,000 or more.
3800-3 Fund Raising and Student Activity Fund
All participation in fund raising activities shall be voluntary. Elementary students shall not take part in door-to-door sales unless accompanied by a parent/guardian. Middle School students are discouraged from participating in door-to-door sales, but may do so with individual parental consent. 
Fund raising projects should take very little, if any, class time and should not make an excessive burden on classroom teachers. Class or organization sponsors must assume the responsibility for supervising the project, accounting for funds, making reports and any other details involved in the project. 
Organizations allowing K-5 students to take part in door-to-door sales without being directly accompanied by a parent/guardian shall forfeit their right to conduct fund raising activities the following year.

3800-R Fund Raising and Student Activity Fund

The quarterly student activity report shall show opening and closing balances of each fund. The report shall also show total amount of deposits and an itemized list of expenditures. 
All payments from student activity funds shall be made from purchase orders and/or check requests signed by the custodian of the fund. 
Each student activity fund shall have a certified employee or adult sponsor in charge of said fund. The business department shall be responsible for making a quarterly report of the student activity fund to the Superintendent and the Board. 
The Board shall assume control of all inactive activity organization funds and disburse those funds to the activity account selected or expend the funds as directed by the Board in the best interests of students. 
Adult Groups
School related organizations that are primarily adult and the funds used primarily for the improvement of the educational program must submit a written request through the Principal to the Superintendent. This request should be submitted one month in advance and identify the nature of the activity and the date of the activities. Fund raising activities should not commence until approval has been granted. The purpose is not to unduly limit the activities of these groups, but rather to: 
1.  Be assured that students are not being "used" or their educational program interrupted. 
2.  To assist with coordination of activities so that similar activities are not in conflict with each other. 
3.  To be assured of the appropriateness of the activity and that all fund raising activities comply with local and/or state regulations. 
Since some courts have ruled that the Board is liable for fund raising activities of such groups, funds raised are to benefit the school or its organizations.

NEW PROCEDURES FOR FUND RAISERS 

EFFECTIVE FEB 1, 2002 

This procedure involves all fund raisers any building, PTG or any group cares to do to benefit Algonac Community Schools. 
These new requirements are in addition to the current procedures included in your handbook on the handling of all Internal Funds. 
To have a building fund raiser, two main forms will be required. These are: 
1.  Request for Fund RAISER ACTIVITY FORM (Included in packet) 

This form is to be signed by the Building Principal and two copies made. 

One copy goes to Bob Enne in Athletics. 

One copy is sent to the Central Office attn Sandra Weir 
2.  FUND RAISER PROFIT FORM appropriate to the type of activity. 

Form A- 1: For any Catalog Product Sales 

Form A-2: For Non-Product Sales Activity (Spaghetti Dinners etc) 

Form A-3: Product Shipped before the Sale 

Form A-4: Events that tickets are sold for (Ex Cosmic Bowling, Athletic event) 
Please note that there is an additional form included in this packet for any product that is given out before the sale. This is an inventory control sheet to keep track of your product. THIS FORM SHOULD BE USED FOR ALL PRODUCT SALES THAT CAN BE INVENTORIED. 
Forms A-1, A-2, A-3, and A-4 must be returned to the building principal and signed by the person responsible for the fund raiser. 
The Building Principal is then to sign the form (if in agreement) and return the form to Central Office along with a copy of the original REQUEST FOR FUND RAISER Form. If there are any problems or discrepancies. these should be noted on the form.

SALES TAX RULES & REGULATIONS 

FOR SCHOOL DISTRICTS

PLEASE ADD THIS PAGE TO YOU HANDBOOKS.

MICHIGAN SALES TAX:

School programs are not liable for paying sales tax when purchasing items which are to be used solely for school purposes

BUT:

There is no such thing as a "Sales Tax Exempt Number." Sales to a school for items USED SOLELY FOR SCHOOL PURPOSES ARE EXEMPT FROM SALES TAX UNDER THE Michigan General Sales Tax Section 205.54a.

Per the General Sales Tax Act or the Specific Sales and Use Tax Rules, certain items purchased for RESALE may be subject to sales tax. See the list below:

ITEMS SUBJECT TO SALES TAX:

1. Concession sales at athletic or other special events.

2. Bakery Items, if sold for consumption on district premises

3. Other food for "Immediate Consumption" such as salad bar, deli trays of cheese and crackers, or other food "arranged on a plate."

CAUTION SCHOOL LUNCH SALES TO STUDEN7S ARE NOT SUBJECT TO SALES TAX.

4.  Sandwiches, except frozen

5.  Cans, bottles, or classes or pop sold in vending machines

6.  Popcorn or nuts, except in pre-sealed (e.g. heat sealed or twist tied.) containers

7.  Ice Cream cones & novelties

8.  School Clothing (shirts, sweaters etc.)

9.  Notebooks, paper & other school supply items

10. Class Rings & pins

II. School Yearbooks

ITEMS EXEMPT FROM SALES TAX:

1. Bakery Items (if sold to take home.)

2. Frozen Sandwiches

3. Magazine &Periodical Subscriptions

4. Pre Sealed( e.g. twist tied or heat sealed) bags of popcorn or nuts

5. Vending machine sales of aid, juice, candy, gum, chips crackers, cookies T'he following, presumably for consumption off district premises:

RAFFLE LICENSES:

MUST BE OBTAINED TO HOLD ANY RAFFLE, ESPECIALLY A RAFFLE INVOLVING A TICKET "PRE-SALE"

FUND RAISING ACTIVITIES:
While our non-profit Groups are allowed to perform Fund Raising Activities such as Bingo, Las Vegas Nights, Raffles etc, the purchases of property used in this fund raising IS taxable.
In all instances to be exempt the consideration for the purchase must move directly from the funds of the exempt non-profit organization. (ACS would have to purchase the items under the terms of our license.)

This letter is to clear any question as to the tax exempt status of a donation to the ALGONAC COMMUNITY SCHOOLS.

As an instrument of a governmental unit, the ALGONAC COMMUNITY SCHOOLS DISTRICT is not subject to Federal Income Tax under the provisions of Section 115(i) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, which state in part:

"Gross Income does not include income derived from the exercise of any essential governmental function and accruing to a State or any political subdivision thereof...."

Because the ALGONAC COMMUNITY SCHOOL DISTRICT is an instrumentality of a governmental unit, contributions are deductible under Section 170(c) of the Internal Revenue Code which states:

"For purposes of this section, the term "charitable contribution" means a contribution or gift for the use of-

A state, a possession of the United States. or any political subdivision of any of the foregoing, or the United States or the District of Columbia, but only if the contribution is made for exclusively public purposes. "

BOOSTER GROUP GUIDELINES

BOOSTER GROUPS: GENERAL DEFINITION

Booster Groups formed to promote and assist in the financing of a given activity for the improvement of student education shall be recognized by the Algonac Board of Education.

INTERNAL BOOSTER GROUPS

This type of booster club will be autonomous in its decision-making, but will keep all of its funds on deposit with the district. The district will maintain a set of books for this type of booster group, which will always be open for booster member review. Disbursement of funds will be at the sole discretion of the booster club. However, they must follow the internal accounting controls established for all district funds. An internal booster group may use the Algonac Community School Tax Id. Number for its funds raising activities.

AUTONOMOUS BOOSTER GROUPS:

This type of booster group has chosen to keep its own financial records and hold its own funds in bank accounts which are separate form those of Algonac Community Schools. These Groups MUST BE LEGALLY ESTABLISHED AS A NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATION through the State of Michigan. They must have their own Tax-ID Number separate from the Algonac Community Schools. They also will be responsible for filing all appropriate tax and financial reporting to the appropriate agencies. They also will need to arrange for an annual audit of their financial books.

SPECIFIC RULES FOR INTERNAL BOOSTER GROUPS:

1. Checks will be processed through the district's accounting system.

2. Internal booster groups may legally use the district's Tax-ID Number in transacting all business.

3. The Booster group will have unrestricted access to all its account records. One Day's advance notice to review any records would be appreciated, but is not required.

4. Sales Tax, as appropriate must be turned over to the district for filing with the state.

Please note that if the booster group carries its own Tax-ID Number, it will be responsible to do its own state and federal tax reporting. (Please see tips for establishing a Booster Group.)

SPECIFIC RULES FOR AUTONOMOUS BOOSTER GROL'PS:

1. Autonomous Booster Groups must file the appropriate Articles of Incorporation with the State of Michigan Department of Commerce and Industry Services Corporation, Securities and Land Development Bureau. A copy of this filing should be on file with the district.

2. The Michigan Annual Report for Nonprofit Corporations returns must be filed annually with a copy to the district.

3. Sales tax must be collected where appropriate, and turned over to the state in accordance with Sales Tax Regulations. Annual Tax Returns must be filed with the State of Michigan.

4. Federal tax and 1099 reporting must be filed in accordance with IRS Regulations.

5. Under no circumstances shall an autonomous booster group use the district's tax-id number for any purpose whatsoever. including fund raising and bank account purposes.

TIPS FOR ESTABLISHING AN AUTONOMOUS BOOSTER GROUP
GETTING STARTED:

The first step is filing an ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION with the State of Michigan as a nonprofit organization. The filing of this form should take no more than IS minutes. The purpose of this form is to officially and legally establish a non-profit group under the laws of the State of Michigan.

Most Booster Groups undertake some sort of fund raising during the course of the year. If the group plans on selling items as a fund raising activity, it is required by the State of Michigan to obtain a SALES TAX LICENSE. An application for a sales tax license can be obtained by calling the state at 517 373-3190. You may also register over the phone by calling 517 373-0884. The state will also send the appropriate forms to use for filing Sales Tax Returns.

If you are an Internal Booster Group with your funds kept with the District Funds, you only need to send in your sales tax info to the district with an approved check request to pay the sales tax. We will file the sales tax for you. However, if you are using your own TAX-ID Number, you will have to file your own sales tax report.

YEARLY REQUIREMENTS:

Once the booster group has been legally established, future filings are quite simple. The state will send each non-profit an ANNUAL REPORT which is due back to the state each October 1st. The purpose of the annual report is to simply update the company’s original Articles of Incorporation for changes that have been made since the last filing. The most common changes will be the names of the Booster Group officers. If no changes have been made from one year to another, check the box in the upper left comer and return the form. Even if there are changes, this form should take no more than 5 minutes.

Additional yearly reporting requirements include sales tax reporting as well as employment taxes if hiring any employees, and federal 1099's if the club contracts with an individual for services rendered and pays that individual $600.00 or more. (These forms can be obtained by calling, the IRS at 1-800-TAXFORM.) IF THE GROUP PLANS ON PURSUING ANY OF THESE OPTIONS, ADEQUATE ACCOUNTING RECORDS MUST BE MAINTAINED TO PROPERLY FILE THESE FORMS WITH THE GOVERNMENT.

3420 Monies in School Buildings

The Superintendent shall establish procedures to permit daily deposit of monies collected which will not require monies to be left in school buildings overnight. The District will not be responsible for monies remaining in school buildings overnight. 
Moneys collected by District employees or student Treasurers and afl school service fund accounts, trust and agency accounts shall be handled through the internal accounting system of the District. The Superintendent shall establish rules and procedures for handling these accounts.

3420-R Monies in School Buildings

In order to assure the safe keeping of monies collected by employees, student Treasurer or officer of a school building, the following procedures shall be followed: 
1.  All monies shall be properly receipted, accounted for, and directed without delay to the proper location for deposit; 
2.  No money shall be left overnight in desks, lockers or other such equipment; 
3.  All money left overnight in buildings shall be placed in a lock-A container in the school safe; and 
4.  The building Secretaries will verify all activity account deposits. A deposit slip will be prepared. The money and the deposit slip will be placed in a bank deposit bag and sealed. 
5.  The money will be deposited in the bank by the building secretary each day. 
6.  The bank will unseal the bag and verify the deposit. 
7.  If the counted deposit is the same as the deposit slip, the bank will issue a receipt along with the unlocked bag. 
8.  If the counted deposit is not the same as the deposit slip, the bank teller will put the deposit slip and the money back into the bag.
9.  The locked bag will be returned to the building Secretary and request the deposit to be recounted. 
10.  A copy of the receipt shall be sent to the central office to records, and shall include the account in which the money is to be credited. 
11.  Monthly reports will be sent from the central office to the building office detailing all deposits made and checks written. 
12.  Principals will verify that both sets of records agree.
